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Dear Friends and Supporters of Kingsway Help Center, 

 

We at Kingsway find ourselves with a financial need that we cannot  

meet in our present financial condition. 

 

Our heat pump is at least 25 years old and from all indications, is on its last 

legs.  With the present economic situation, we have had more calls for emergency help (rent, 

electricity, telephone and water bills), than ever.   

 

This has put quite a strain on our budget.  We wonôt be able to continue to aid our  clients with 

food if we deplete our funds to replace the heat pump.  The new system will cost approximately 

$6,000.00.  We would like to have this system installed before cold weather since we have no 

other source of heat.   

 

Last year we averaged helping 158 families or 425 individuals each month.  This year alone, 

over $10,500.00 has been given for individual financial aid.  At this point, we are no longer able 

to help anyone financially.  Our monthly expenses are around $1,000.00.  So far we have been 

able to meet these expenses with our regular contributions.
